This section of the report by the Surgeon General’s Office discusses the values underlying confidentiality, its importance in individual decisions to seek mental health treatment, the legal framework governing confidentiality and potential problems with that framework, and policy issues that must be addressed by those concerned with the confidentiality of mental health and substance abuse information. Although the current debate regarding Federal standards is not presented in great detail, it is referred to when appropriate to provide context for the broader discussion.
